Cause: Often Unknown
Most of the time, gastroparesis occurs for 
unknown reasons. However, some causes 
may be due to:

	-Certain autoimmune diseases and nervous 
system disorders
	-Diabetes
	-Narcotics and other types of medication 
that affect the stomach emptying
	-Stomach infections
	-Surgical injury to the vagus nerve, which 
controls key digestive organ muscles
