- Abdominal pain
- Poor weight gain

- Chronic diarrhea
OR constipation

- Vomiting
- Bloating

- Gas

Other Symptoms

- Arthritis

- Irritability

- Fatigue

- “Foggy brain”

- Neurological problems

- A screening blood test can be done by
